Gooseneck Rule Interpretation

The ZOA recently received a request to clarify phat point
position of the Zephyr gooseneck. The request waset
sponse to the launching of a new boat with a custtaxde
gooseneck with its gooseneck pivot point furthertlzt mos
others in the class, plus interest from other ssilo the ini-
tiative. There was concern that “elongated” gooskseon-
ferred an unfair speed advantage, by allowing thenb to
project further out downwind. It was felt that suelongated
goosenecks should be restricted under the “sfitihe clasg
rules” provision.

The request prompted considerable discussion arhdhg
Executive, with the following issues canvassed.
The class rules do not describe the gooseneck,ismot
part of the class measurement form. The class ne
therefore unknown, making it difficult to rule caaéntly
on any departure.
There are differing opinions on whether moving

length is measured from the aft face of the masy -
crease in the distance from the aft face of thet teathe
pivot point must be taken off the remaining lengttthe
boom. Thus, if the pivot point is further back, tieenain-|
ing boom must be shorter.
At least two boats, #'s 85 and 129, have had elmuoga
goosenecks in the past, without attracting comment.
As a result, the ZOA Executive felt it was unalderéstrict
elongated goosenecks under the “spirit of the class”
provision since there was a history of their usthanclass. A
rule change would be required. This decision wasunani-
mous, there being one dissenter.
While not specifically addressed, there was a figein the|
Executive that the use of “elongated” goosenecks wale-
sirable. “Elongated” goosenecks must be stronghstracted
as they transmit considerable rotational forcesht lower
mast. They are also not freely available to classnbers in
marine chandleries.
Any proposed rule change restricting elongated goesks
would require the permitted limit for the goosengquikot
point to be established. An appropriately wordeld must
then be sponsored by six members and introducedhe
usual processes for changing class rules.
The ZOA therefore needs to establish members’ estein
this issue by bringing it to their attention vigi@nal associa|
tions, class web site and the next newsletter. Nlhgonal
Championship regatta will provide an opportunityestablish
the class norm for the gooseneck pivot point.
Conclusions(not unanimous)
Elongated goosenecks have been in use for someatid)e
therefore cannot be restricted by “spirit of thassl rules”
